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01. Committee on Public Enterprises

The Committee on Public Enterprises (COPE) issued recommendations after a lengthy discussion
regarding the non-repayment of a loan taken from a private bank by the Magampura Port Management
Company.

These recommendations were issued when the Committee on Public Enterprises (COPE) of Parliament
met in Parliament on the September 10th under the chairmanship of its Chairman, Member of
Parliament (Dr.) Nishantha Samaraweera, to examine the Auditor General’s reports for the years 2022
and 2023 and the current performance of the Sri Lanka Ports Authority.

It was revealed that the Magampura Port Management Company was incorporated on July 5, 2013 and
that the company had commenced operations as a fuel supplier to the Hambantota Port through a
license obtained from the Petroleum Corporation and had obtained a loan of $24 million from a private
bank in 2014 through a corporate guarantee from the Ports Authority. However, it was revealed that
$18.82 million (Rs. 6836 million) of this amount had not been repaid by December 2023 and that the
relevant bank had filed two cases against the subsidiary company and the Authority in 2019 to recover
this loan.

The officials who arrived expressed their views and said that a complaint has been filed with the
Commission of Inquiry on Bribery and Corruption in this regard and that the relevant investigation is
underway. It was also stated that the liquidation of the Magampura Port Management Company is
currently underway by appointing a liquidator from June 2022.

Accordingly, the Committee discussed this matter at length and pointed out that the Sri Lanka Ports
Authority could not be satisfied with its responsibility in this regard. The Committee, which pointed out
that it could not be satisfied with just liquidating the company, recommended expediting the debt
repayment process. The Committee also recommended that an internal investigation be conducted in
this regard and relevant disciplinary action be taken and that a mechanism be developed to properly
supervise the Internal Audit Division. Accordingly, it was also recommended that a report be submitted
to the Committee on all these matters.

In addition, the Committee's attention was also drawn to the Authority's corporate plan.
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02. Committee on Public Enterprises

Due to the GSMB’s failure to properly enforce royalty charges, the government has incurred a loss of
millions of rupees in revenue COPE directs to set up proper mechanism and necessary amendments to
the Act. It was disclosed at the recent meeting of the Committee on Public Enterprises that due to the
Geological Survey & Mines Bureau not properly charging the state royalty, a large amount of money has
been lost to the government.

This was disclosed during the Committee’s inquiry into the Auditor General’s reports for the years 2022
and 2023 of the Geological Survey & Mines Bureau and its current performance, under the chairmanship
of Dr.Nishantha Samaraweera on 2025.09.12 at Parliament.

It was also disclosed that the Bureau had issued a mining license from December 2023 to September
2024 to a private company for sand removal at the Mukkutoduwawa Estate in Puttalam District
belonging to Chilaw Plantations Limited. Although the contractor had removed a sand stock ranging
from 36,531 to 45,561 cubic meters, the royalty had been paid only for 1,594 cubic meters, amounting
to Rs. 686,464. The Auditor General pointed out this matter, based on the report of the GSMB Technical
Services (Pvt) Ltd dated 19 December 2024 estimating the sand removed. Accordingly, it was pointed
out by the Committee that a royalty of over Rs. 12 million had been lost.

Discussions were also held on the calculation of royalty for stone quarries based on the explosives
issued for the quarry. It was pointed out by the Committee that due to the use of explosives in an illegal
manner, the actual volume of rock removed could not be calculated, resulting in a large loss of revenue
to the government. Even though massive rock excavation takes place from stone quarries in different
parts of the country, in reality, only a small revenue is received by the government, as pointed out by
the Members of the Committee with examples.

Accordingly, the Committee recommended to the Secretary of the Ministry of Environment and the
officials of the Geological Survey & Mines Bureau that a stronger monitoring mechanism should be
established beyond the issuance of mining licenses, and that urgent steps should be taken to amend the
Act to overcome existing legal shortcomings.

Attention was also drawn to serious shortcomings in the mechanism of issuing Exploration License (EL)
prior to mining. It was revealed that under the prevailing system, many institutions obtaining
exploration licenses sell them to other persons at higher prices, without actually carrying out
exploration or mining activities. Although data is submitted to the Bureau after exploration, there is a
serious issue regarding the accuracy of such data. Since 1993, the Bureau has issued more than 450
exploration licenses, but currently only 43 remain active, as revealed.

Accordingly, it was pointed out that the current system does not ensure a proper scientific and
transparent exploration process, and that the Bureau does not have a mechanism to properly monitor
the activities after the issuance of exploration licenses. Therefore, instead of ad-hoc solutions, a new
mechanism and a strategic plan important for sustainable national development should be prepared, as
highlighted.

The Committee also drew attention to the fact that although 9 licenses had been issued to 5 companies
registered in Sri Lanka for mineral sand exploration in Mannar Island, those companies had not carried
out exploration for 10-13 years. It was revealed that all 5 companies registered in Sri Lanka are
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managed by one company registered in Australia. As a result, the license holders have reserved these
areas for long periods without exploration, limiting opportunities for other local and foreign investors
who wish to explore minerals. Due to this, an extent of about 195 square kilometers has been blocked,
which was pointed out by the Committee Chairman as an obstacle to the country’s development.

According to the Mines and Minerals Act, mining lands should be rehabilitated after mining. However,
attention was drawn to the fact that by 2025 August 11, the Bureau had not implemented rehabilitation
works for 3,150 licenses. It was discussed that although a bond (deposit) is obtained at the time of
license issuance for rehabilitation, miners tend to consider abandoning the deposit more profitable than
rehabilitating the land. However, the officials stated that legal action had been taken against license
holders who failed to carry out rehabilitation.

Extended attention was also drawn to the issue of Quartz exports. It was discussed that Clear Quartz is
being illegally exported along with Quartz, and that certain insiders within the Bureau appear to be
supporting this smuggling. The Committee pointed out that a mechanism should be established to hand
over the export of Clear Quartz to the National Gem and Jewellery Authority and to allow only other
Quartz to be legally exported.

The Committee pointed out that throughout its past history, the Geological Survey & Mines Bureau has
not operated with proper planning according to the legal principles of the Act, and that investigations
clearly show this. It was further emphasized that this institution, which can perform as a massive
national enterprise earning far greater revenue, should act with proper vision and systematic planning.
The Committee Chairman also stated that COPE would continuously monitor the progress of the
implementation of the recommendations given.
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03. Committee on Public Finance

The Committee on Public Finance has granted approval for the 2026 budget estimate of the Commission
to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption (CIABOC).

This approval was granted during a meeting of the Committee was held on September 11™ in
Parliament, chaired by Dr. Harsha de Silva, Member of Parliament.

During the meeting, the Chairman of the Committee pointed out that just as the Central Bank of Sri
Lanka experience the financial independence, it is important to grant financial autonomy to institutions
such as the Bribery Commission (CIABOC) and the Auditor General’s Department to ensure greater
independence in their operations. He further stated that with such financial independence, these
institutions would be able to function more autonomously, irrespective of which government is in
power, and free from prevailing political authority. Accordingly, the Committee decided to inform the
Minister of Finance, who is also the President, about this matter.

Additionally, Dr. Harsha de Silva stated that the remuneration of the Chairman, Director General, and
members of the Commission should be aligned with that of the President of the Court of Appeal.
Therefore, as the salary of the President of the Court of Appeal is revised, the salaries of these officials
should also be revised accordingly. The Committee Chair also noted that the necessary intervention will
be made in this regard.
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04. Committee on Public Finance

The Committee on Public Finance reviewed the country’s income, expenditure, and debt conditions
during the first half of 2025. This took place at a meeting of the committee held in Parliament on the 9t
September 2025, chaired by Honorable Member of Parliament Dr. Harsha de Silva.

Accordingly, the Sri Lankan government has reported a strong fiscal performance for the first half of
2025 compared to the total revenue for the first six months of 2024, exceeding the mid-year target,
officials from the Ministry of Finance informed the Committee. Presenting data, Finance Ministry
officials pointed out that the total revenue collected from the half-yearly estimated income of Rs. 2,241
billion from January to June 2025 was Rs. 2,318 billion, which exceeded the half-yearly estimate by 3%.

Meanwhile, the total government expenditure in the first half of 2025 was Rs. 3,467 billion, an increase
of Rs. 367 billion compared to the expenditure in the first six months of 2024. The main reason for this
increase has been debt servicing, which was Rs. 1,984 billion in the first half of 2025. Recurring
expenditure on essential public services, including public sector salaries, pensions, social security
programs such as ‘Aswesuma’ and ‘Samurdhi’, has also increased, Finance Ministry officials said.

Furthermore, the Sri Lanka Customs Department has recorded a revenue of Rs. 996 billion between
January and June 2025, recording a growth of 47% compared to the year 2024 (January - June). The
revenue received from the import of automobiles contributed significantly to this growth, which had
received Rs. 429 billion. Since the opening of vehicles for import, 220,026 vehicles have been imported
into Sri Lanka so far, of which 154,537 vehicles have been cleared by Sri Lanka Customs, the Finance
Ministry officials pointed out.

Furthermore, the Members of the Committee also inquired from the Sri Lanka Customs Department
about the issues faced by importers due to the time taken at Customs for container clearance activities
of 9 - 10 days. Accordingly, the departmental officials informed the committee that a method is being
developed to resolve the issue and complete the clearance of the relevant goods within 2-3 days.

The Inland Revenue Department (IRD) also reported an increase, reporting an income of Rs. 1,040,388
million out of the estimated income of Rs. 1,022,691 million in the first half of 2025. Here, the
departmental officials pointed out that TIN (Tax Identification Number) numbers have been issued for
about 1.3 million Sri Lankans over the age of 18.

Here, the Chairman questioned whether the expected economic growth target for this year can be
achieved based on this data. However, Finance Ministry officials said that it can be assumed that
economic growth will be around 3.1% this year.

The Chairman of the Committee also instructed the officials to take steps to inform the Committee
about the policy of the Ministry of Finance regarding the tax policy applied to cigarettes.

The Committee also discussed the discrepancy between the forecasts made by the Central Bank of Sri
Lanka and the Ministry of Finance regarding the country's foreign reserves at the end of the year.
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05. Committee on Public Finance

The Committee on Public Finance considered two supplementary estimates and a Resolution.
Accordingly, the proposed supplementary estimates to provide provisions for a nutrition pack to
pregnant mothers suffering from nutritional deficiencies, for the settling of unpaid bills by the China
EXIM bank for the Kandy North Pathadumbara Integrated Water Supply Project and for the completion
of the remaining work of the project and a Resolution on Sri Lanka and The United Arab Emirates on the
Promotion and Reciprocal Protection of investments were taken into discussion.

This was discussed at the meeting of Committee on Public Finance Chaired by Member of Parliament
(Dr.) Harsha de Silva on 02.09.2025.

Accordingly, the Committee on Public Finance considered the Supplementary Estimate of the Ministry of
Women and Child Affairs in detail the utilization of the provisions allocated under the budget proposal
to provide essential food items at a concessionary price during the new year period for providing a
nutritional food package to expectant mothers.

Moreover, Supplementary Estimate of the Ministry of Urban Development, Construction and Housing
for settling unpaid bills by the China EXIM bank for the Kandy North Pathadumbara Integrated Water
Supply Project and for the completion of the remaining work of the project was also taken into
discussion following which both the said estimates received the approval of the Committee.

The Resolution on the agreement between the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka and the United
Arab Emirates on the promotion and reciprocal protection of investments was also approved by the
Committee following discussions.
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06. Committee on Public Finance

The Committee on Public Finance considered Regulations under the Imports and Exports (Control) Act,
No.1 of 1969 Published in the Gazette Extraordinary No. 2449/60 of 15.08.2025.

This approval was granted during a meeting of the Committee held on 2025.09.23 in Parliament, chaired
by Dr. Harsha de Silva, Member of Parliament.

Accordingly, the said Regulations to Parliament seeks approval to extend permission for the import of
vehicles to boost the tourism sector.

Under the previous Regulation introduced in May 2024, approval was granted to import 1,000 brand
new vehicles, the officials said. These vehicles could only be brought in under special permits issued by
the Ministry of Tourism and the measure was aimed at strengthening transport facilities to support
tourism development and was valid until June 30, 2025.

Following a proposal by the Minister of Foreign Affairs, Foreign Employment and Tourism, the Cabinet
decided in August 2025 to extend this facility for a further three months, until September 30, 2025.

Accordingly, a fresh Regulation, published in Gazette Extraordinary No. 2449/60 on August 15, 2025, has
now been placed before Parliament for approval under the Imports and Exports (Control) Act, No. 1 of
1969.

During the discussion on vehicle imports in consideration of the industry request for an increase in
transport capacity at subsidized prices, officials explained that such concessions could not be granted
under the current policy framework. They further noted that providing relief to one sector would raise
concerns of fairness and balance across other industries.

Furthermore, officials also highlighted challenges with the collection of the Tourism Development Levy
(TDL). While registered hotels and formal establishments contribute to the levy, many tourist rest
houses and Airbnb operators are not part of the system and therefore do not make payments. This has
created an uneven playing field within the industry and reduced the funds available for tourism
development.

Following in depth consideration the Committee on Public Finance approved Regulations under the
Imports and Exports (Control) Act, No.1 of 1969 Published in the Gazette Extraordinary No. 2449/60 of
15.08.2025
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07. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Governance, Justice and Civil Protection

The National Building Research Institute Bill, scheduled to be taken up for its second reading in
Parliament on 23.09.2025, was considered and approved by the Sectoral Oversight Committee on
Governance, Justice and Civil Protection. This took place at the meeting of the Committee held in
Parliament on the September 11" under the Chairmanship of Member of Parliament (Dr.) Najith Indika.

Although the National Building Research Organization has been functioning since 1984, it has not yet
been established by an Act of Parliament.

Therefore, the proposed Bill seeks to provide the Organization with legal status in order to properly fulfil
the duties, responsibilities, and services entrusted to it. Officials, making submissions before the
Committee, further stated that in instances where Local Government institutions fail to adhere to the
recommendations issued by the Organization with regard to landslides, once this proposed Bill is passed,
it would be possible to take legal action in that respect.

In addition, during this meeting, the Annual Reports of the National Building Research Organization for
2022 and 2023 and the Performance Reports of the Ministry of Defence for 2023 and 2024 were also
taken up for consideration. The Committee inquired regarding the matters highlighted in the
Performance Report with respect to the number of firearms provided for the protection of crops from
wild animals. Responding officials stated that steps have been taken to collect complete information at
the District level and compare it with the information of the Ministry. Following these discussions, the
Committee considered and approved the reports.
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08. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Governance, Justice and Civil Protection

The Presidents’ Entitlements (Repeal) Bill was approved after consideration by the Sectoral Oversight
Committee on Governance, Justice and Civil Protection. The said Committee met in Parliament under
the chairmanship of, Member of Parliament (Dr.) Najith Indika.

Commenting on the Bill, officials of the Ministry of Justice and National Integration said that, as stated in
the Government Policy Statement, the Presidents’ Entitlements (Repeal) Bill is expected to remove non-
economic entitlements granted to former and future Presidents and their families, taking into account
the economic conditions of the country.

The officials further noted that retired Presidents or Heads of State in other countries receive pensions
and privileges similar to those in this country because they often continue to perform certain official
duties or responsibilities even after leaving office. They added that the repeal Bill includes provisions to
limit the pensions and extensive privileges of former Presidents and their families who have not been
assigned any official responsibilities.

Accordingly, as decided in the Committee on Parliamentary Business held today, the Presidents’
Entitlements (Repeal) Bill is scheduled to be debated for the second reading in Parliament on 10%"
September.
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09. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Governance, Justice and Civil Protection

The Penal Code (Amendment) Bill (to amend Chapter 19) is scheduled to be taken up for the Second
Reading debate in Parliament. The said Bill has been considered and approved by the Sectoral Oversight
Committee on Governance, Justice and Civil Protection.

At the occasion, the Chair of the Committee stated that the purpose of introducing this Bill is to end
corporal punishment targeting children and disciplinary methods causing harm to students, and to
provide legal punishment for such offences.

For a long time in Sri Lanka, there had not been sufficient legal provisions to prevent corporal
punishment inflicted on children in various places including child detention centers and schools. This
matter has been discussed in society over a long period, and it was emphasized that legal provisions
must be introduced to change the situation. Therefore, the Ministry of Justice and National Integration
pointed out that the Bill is brought by amending the Penal Code in order to establish such provisions, as
the need for legislation on this issue has been continuously stressed by various political parties and
several international organizations.

Officials participating in the Committee further stated that this Bill has been prepared after extensive
discussions with the Ministry of Education and teachers’ professional associations, among other parties.
They pointed out that this is not in any way a Bill targeting teachers, but a law applicable to any person
who inflicts corporal punishment on children.

10
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10. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Environment, Agriculture and Resource Sustainability

A high level delegation from the CVF — V20 led by H.E Mohamed Nasheed, Secretary General of the CVF-
V20 Secretariat and the former President and Speaker of Maldives held a special session in Partnership
with the Sectoral Oversight Committee on Environment, Agriculture and Resource Sustainability.

Welcoming the delegation, the Chair of the Sectoral Oversight Committee on Environment, Agriculture
and Resource Sustainability Member of Parliament Hector Appuhamy emphasized that a separate
institution must be created which is dedicated to the development agenda of Sri Lanka ensuring support
for Climate Prosperity Plans. The Chair further stated that the Climate Prosperity Plan is not just another
policy document and that it is a promise that despite our vulnerabilities, Sri Lanka will choose resilience
and justice calling for all Parliamentarians and the government to work in cross party unity to endorse,
strengthen and implement the updated Climate Prosperity Plan.

This special session was held in Parliament, under the Chairmanship of Member of Parliament Hector
Appuhamy and with the participation of the Leaders of the Opposition Sajith Premadasa, the Chief
Opposition Whip Gayantha Karunathilaka, Members of Parliament, and officials representing the
Ministry of Environment.

H.E Mohamed Nasheed, Secretary General of the CVF- V20 Secretariat and the former President and
Speaker of Maldives in his key note address stated that they consider the climate issue as a moral and
ethical issue and now it has become a financial and economic issue. Under the Climate Prosperity Plan,
he emphasized that they aim to find new ways of doing things which is sustainable.

Leader of the Opposition Sajith Premadasa in his remarks elaborated on the importance of raising
awareness on climate change within Parliament and outside.

Following a presentation by the delegation the forum was open for a round table discussion. Thereafter,
the delegation toured the Parliament premises.

11
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11. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Education, Manpower and Human Capital

The Sectoral Oversight Committee on Education, Manpower and Human Capital appointed this
subcommittee in order to take necessary measures aimed at creating young entrepreneurs through the
National Youth Services Council.

This subcommittee, which will be chaired by Member of Parliament Sunil Rajapaksha, consists of
Members of Parliament Chanaka Madugoda, Nilusha Lakmali Gamage, Attorney at Law, Krishnan
Kalaichelvi, and Sujeewa Dissanayake as its other members.

The subcommittee was appointed at the meeting of the Sectoral Oversight Committee on Education,
Manpower and Human Capital, chaired by Member of Parliament Hesha Withanage Ankumbura
Arachchi, which was held in Parliament.

Accordingly, this committee is expected to hold discussions with various institutions and individuals in
order to take more practical measures for the creation of young entrepreneurs through the National
Youth Services Council and to report on the same.

The committee chair recalled the individuals produced by the National Youth Services Council for
various fields such as arts and sports, and emphasized the importance of treating this program of
creating entrepreneurs for the youth community as a national program.

Furthermore, the committee chairman inquired about the present status of the Youth Parliament
conducted by the National Youth Services Council. Officials informed the committee that the Youth
Parliament has currently been dissolved and that arrangements are being made to re-establish it by
holding an election next year. The committee chairman emphasized the necessity of carrying out the
selection process of members for the Youth Parliament with greater transparency.

12
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12. Sectoral Oversight Committee on Health, Media and Women's Empowerment

The Sectoral Oversight Committee on Health, Media and Women's Empowerment having taken into
consideration, approved the Annual Performance Report of the Department of Probation and Child Care
Services for the Year 2024 and the Annual Reports of the Sri Lanka Thriposha Limited for the Years 2021
& 2023.

The two Reports were taken into discussion and approved at the Sectoral Oversight Committee on
Health, Media and Women's Empowerment, at its meeting held under the Chair of (Dr.) Nihal
Abeysinghe in Parliament.

Considering the Annual Performance Report of the Department of Probation and ChildCare Services, the
Committee emphasized the need of maintaining a system to update the number of issues presented and
resolved or measures taken by the intervention of the Department on a monthly basis. Accordingly,
following considering the Reports at length, the Committee approved the same.

Referring to the Annual Reports of Sri Lanka Thriposha Limited for the Years 2021 and 2023, the officials
stated that the implementation of modern silos, financed by the World Food Programme and equipped
with dryers and cooling systems, will ensure the protection of raw materials from potential
contamination.

13
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13. Ministerial Consultative Committee on Public Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils &
Local Government

The Sub Committee under the Ministerial Consultative Committee on Public Administration, Home
Affairs, Provincial Councils & Local Government, obtains views and proposals of Trade Unions for the
formulation of a formal salary structure for the Public Service and the enhancement of professionalism.

While reviewing the entire Public Service, in order to formulate a formal salary structure for the Public
Service and to enhance professionalism, the Sub Committee under the Ministerial Consultative
Committee on Public Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils & Local Government, obtained
the views and proposals of Trade Unions for this purpose.

This was discussed during the meeting of the said Sub Committee held on the 11th, at Parliament, under
the Chairmanship of Hon. Member of Parliament Chandana Sooriyaarachchi.

Representing the Trade Unions in a manner covering the entirety of the Public Service, members who
were summoned before the Sub Committee drew the attention of the Committee towards the existing
issues in their respective services and the prevailing salary disparities.

Furthermore, the Chair of the Sub Committee stated that the Trade Unions will have the opportunity to
submit their views and proposals to the Ministerial Consultative Committee within the next two weeks.

The Chair further observed that it is expected to formulate a more formal and scientific salary structure
for the employees engaged in the entire Public Service, and to ensure that the existing conditions with
regard to service constitutions, recruitment procedures, promotions, and allowances are carried out in a
more equitable manner so as to uplift their professionalism.

He also emphasized that the discussions being held in Parliament in this regard are aimed at preparing a
report consisting of the proposals and views necessary to establish a proper framework and a formal
institution for implementing such measures, which will then be presented to the Ministerial Consultative
Committee on Public Administration, Home Affairs, Provincial Councils & Local Government.

14
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14. Ministerial Consultative Committee on Fisheries, Aquatic and Ocean Resources

Minister of Fisheries, Aquatic and Ocean Resources, Ramalingam Chandrasekar, stated that following a
new feasibility study, a decision will be taken regarding how the Oluvil Harbour can be utilized. He
expressed these views during the meeting of the Ministerial Consultative Committee on Fisheries,
Aquatic and Ocean Resources, chaired by him. Deputy Minister of Fisheries, Aquatic and Ocean
Resources, Rathna Gamage, also participated in this meeting.

At this meeting, there was a lengthy discussion regarding the operation of the Oluvil Fishery Harbour.
The Minister stated that new feasibility studies are being carried out to rectify the damage caused by
the construction of the Oluvil Harbour without conducting proper studies, and that future plans will be
formulated based on those studies. In addition, the Deputy Minister stated that in order to meet the
need for a fishery harbour in the Eastern Province, the Valachchenai Fishery Harbour will be expanded
into a modern harbour with new facilities by 2026, and that a factory for ice production required for the
fisheries industry in that area is also planned to be established.

At this occasion, Opposition Leader Sajith Premadasa raised a query regarding reports that the Ceylon
Fisheries Corporation (CFC) has been included in the list of government institutions to be liquidated.
Responding to this, the Deputy Minister stated that those reports are not true. He further emphasized
that the publication of such false reports has also become an issue for the Ministry, and that the
Government has not taken such a decision.

Furthermore, responding to a question raised by the Hon. Opposition Leader regarding the pension
scheme for fishermen, the Hon. Deputy Minister stated that from November 21 onwards, a new pension
scheme for the entire fishing community in this country will be established. He further explained that
since it can be referred to as a contributory pension scheme, it will be a new pension scheme that
provides benefits to the fishing community according to the amount of their contributions.

At this meeting, several other matters relevant to the mandate of the Ministry, including the issues
faced by fishermen in other parts of the country, were also discussed at length.

15
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15. Ministerial Consultative Committee on Plantation and Community Infrastructure

A new mechanism to provide fertilizer to tea cultivators is expected to be introduced within two weeks,
stated Hon. Minister of Plantation and Community Infrastructure K.V. Samantha Viddyarathna.

These remarks were made at the Ministerial Consultative Committee on Plantation and Community
Infrastructure, chaired by him, which met in Parliament on the 12th. Hon. Deputy Minister of Plantation
and Community Infrastructure Sundaralingam Pradeep also participated on this occasion.

Expressing views, the Minister stated that the Government has paid attention to providing fertilizer
without delay and, based on that, fertilizer will be provided under a new mechanism. He further stated
that, under this, farmers will be able to obtain fertilizer from any place they wish.

Issues related to increasing and promoting coconut production were also discussed at length on this
occasion. The Minister also pointed out that a pilot project has been launched in the Kalutara area to
increase coconut production and that in the future, this can be expanded to other areas as well.

Furthermore, the Minister stated that plantation companies have been requested to rehabilitate
abandoned areas of tea and rubber plantations, and if they fail to take appropriate steps, a decision will
be taken to utilize such areas for cultivation activities. In addition, the meeting also discussed matters
including the Indian Housing Project for plantation areas.

16
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16. Ministerial Consultative Committee on Education, Higher Education and Vocational Education

Officials of the task force for digital transformation in education presented a plan, indicating that by
March 2026, it is expected to submit the policy framework related to the digital transformation in the
education sector to the cabinet for approval.

This was stated at a meeting of the Subcommittee under the Ministerial Consultative Committee on
Education, Higher Education and Vocational Education held in Parliament chaired by the Prime Minister
and Minister of Education, Higher Education and Vocational Education, Dr. Harini Amarasuriya.

During the Committee meeting held, officials of the task force for digital transformation in education
presented the proposed plan and highlighted that the digitalization process within this education reform
would focus on six sectors. Accordingly, they stated that digitalization is expected to provide a
meaningful response to the teacher shortage. Further, they emphasized that the digitalization process
aims to focus on providing relevant ICT equipment and resources for education, ensuring the
uninterrupted operation of the school system under adverse conditions, and delivering children’s
learning experiences through digitalization.

Officials of the task force for digital transformation in education also stated that by December 31, 2025,
schools without internet facilities are expected to be provided with internet access, and schools without
at least one digital smart board and either a computer or a laptop are expected to be provided with
them.

According to existing data, it was shown by officials that 3 schools among the country’s dual-mode
schools lack electricity, 546 schools lack at least one computer, laptop, or tablet, and 2,088 schools do
not have a digital smart board.

Expressing her views, the Prime Minister stated that for this unique transformation being undertaken in
the education sector, which involves investing a significant amount of funds for the future, the support
of everyone is essential. Accordingly, she also requested that suitable ideas and proposals be provided
to the Digital Task Force on Education Reform for this purpose.
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17. Ministerial Consultative Committee on Transport, Highways, Ports and Civil Aviation

The views and proposals of representatives of the National Alliance of Taxi Owners and Drivers were
presented to the sub-committee on “Strengthening the legal framework related to the transport sector
and steering the transport sector in a positive direction”, established under the Ministerial Consultative
Committee on Transport, Highways, Ports and Civil Aviation.

This took place during the meeting of the sub-committee held on the 26th September at the Parliament,
under the chairmanship of the Hon. Member of Parliament, Attorney-at-Law, Lakmali Hemachandra.

The Sub-Committee pointed out that criteria regarding the transport sector should be formulated in a
fair manner for all parties, including drivers and passengers. The Sub-Committee pointed out that the
views and suggestions of those engaged in these professions regarding taxis are important. Accordingly,
the representatives presented their views and suggestions to the Sub-Committee and agreed to provide
them in writing to the Sub-Committee in more detail in the future. Accordingly, the Chairperson of the
Sub-Committee stated that these suggestions would also be considered when formulating policies
related to transportation in the future.

The transportation needs of the disabled community were also discussed. Accordingly, the Sub-

Committee's attention was also drawn to the proposals submitted on how to fulfill the transportation
needs of the disabled community.
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18. Women Parliamentarians’ Caucus

Women Parliamentarians’ Caucus discussed Potential pathways for UK support to the Caucus with
representatives of the Westminster Foundation for Democracy (WFD) and also held discussions
regarding intergenerational dialogue for encouraging young women’s political participation with the
representatives of Law and Society Trust (LST).

This meeting of the Women Parliamentarians’ Caucus was held under the patronage of Prime Minister
Dr. Harini Amarasuriya and the Chairperson of the Caucus Minister of Women and Child Affairs, Saroja
Savitri Paulraj.

Addressing the Committee meeting, the Westminster Foundation for Democracy (WFD) proposed
support on introducing and practicing gender-sensitive law-making and gender responsive budgeting
and in understanding and supporting the role of the Caucus in increasing women's labour force
participation. Moreover, support was also extending in strengthening and evaluating Parliament to be a
gender sensitive parliament through research and policy support.

The Members of the Caucus highlighted the need to also research and focus on grassroots level activism
without only looking at the top layers. The Caucus reiterated the importance of mobilization and
women's participation at the grassroots level for the purpose of making change. Issues faced by women
Parliamentarian at present was also made note of, encouraging mechanisms of support systems to
women by way of methods such as counselling.

The Caucus also looked at ways for intergenerational dialogue for encouraging young women’s political
participation. LST representatives also invited the Caucus members for the programme organized by
them from 16th to the 19th of September 2025.
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19. Women Parliamentarians’ Caucus

The key findings and recommendations of the research conducted by United Nation Women (UN
Women) on gender equality in Sri Lanka were presented to the Women Parliamentarians’ Caucus.

This took place at the Parliament on the 26th September 2025, during a meeting of Women
Parliamentarians’ Caucus chaired by the Minister Saroja Savithri Paulraj.

During this meeting, the representatives of the program expressed their views on the research,
highlighting that the investigation focused primarily on areas such as women's economic empowerment,
women's leadership in governance and decision-making, women, peace and security, and the
prevention of violence against women and girls.

Accordingly, the representatives stated that it was identified that there has been a regression in gender
equality in Sri Lanka in the global context. While Sri Lanka was ranked 18th among 115 countries in
2006, it dropped to 130th among 148 countries in 2025. However, it was also revealed that although
some of the most influential individuals in the region are women, significant inequality was identified
when compared to men.

Addressing the meeting the Chairperson of the caucus, asked that the final report related to the
research be forwarded to the caucus since the information contained in this research is important. The
Chairperson of the caucus further stated that in addition to allocating funds to the Ministry of Women
and Child Affairs for the empowerment of women, she proposed that each ministry allocate funds
within their scope to empower women in the preparation of the upcoming budget.

The Chairperson also said that she hopes to conduct a study on the challenges faced by women in this
country from local government institutions to the presidency through the Westminster Foundation for
Democracy (WFD) and the challenges they face after assuming office.

A discussion was also held with the International Foundation for Electoral Systems (IFES), which aims to
empower women in politics at the local government, provincial councils and national levels. The
representatives of the foundation explained their role and said that the foundation could contribute to
the empowerment of women in Sri Lanka. Accordingly, the Chairperson asked that the proposals be
presented to the caucus.
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20. Parliamentary Caucus for Youth

The Parliamentary Caucus for Youth looks towards providing opportunities for young men and women in
Parliamentary Committees and District Coordinating Committees

The attention of the Parliamentary Caucus for Youth has been drawn towards providing opportunities
for young men and women in Parliamentary Committees and District Coordinating Committees. This
was at the meeting of the Caucus held in Parliament under the chairmanship of Deputy Minister Eranga
Gunasekara.

Accordingly, the Chair of the Caucus stated that discussions in this regard are expected to be held with
the Hon. Speaker and other authorities.

Special attention was also drawn towards properly formulating the vision and mission of the Caucus,
connecting with international youth caucuses, and thereby enhancing the opportunities available for the
youth of this country. In addition, special focus was placed on formulating a programme to keep youth
away from drugs as well as to promote entrepreneurship and industry development.

Accordingly, two special committees consisting of Member Parliamentarians were appointed to conduct
extensive discussions on keeping youth away from drugs and on entrepreneurship and industry
development.
